Domaine Robert Ampeau is the epitome of traditionalist
Burgundy winemaking, revered among connoisseurs for
its practice of cellar-ageing its wines until at their peak –
often for twenty years or more. The domaine’s holdings
encompass many of Burgundy’s most renowned villages,
including Volnay, Meursault and Puligny-Montrachet.
The wines are built for the long haul, with the grapes
picked early to emphasise acidity. This wine
demonstrates the sous-bois character for which well-
aged red Burgundy is celebrated, with a nose of
chanterelle mushroom, forest floor and dried red fruits.
The palate is soft, supple and inviting, pairing perfectly
with mushroom stews or aged Comte. While at its peak
now, this wine will continue to drink very well over the
next five years.
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
